Fire is the heat and 1(light, radiance, illumination, radiance, brightness) that comes
from burning substances. In 1774, Antoine Lavoisier, a French chemist, proved that
burning is the result of the rapid union of oxygen with other substances. As a substance
2(burns, blaze, flame, glow, be on fire) heat and light are produced. Burning is also
called combustion. Often oxygen unites with other substances at such a slow rate that
little heat and no light are given off. When this happens we call this 3(course, process,
method, manner, means) oxidation, rather than burning or combustion. Oxidation takes
place whenever oxygen unites with other substances either rapidly or slowly. For
example, when oxygen unites with gasoline, the 4(action, deed, achievement, stroke,
feat) takes place rapidly and heat and light are given off. This process may be described
by any of the three words, burning, 5(combustion, fire, ignition, incineration, burning)
or oxidation. When oxygen unites with iron and causes it to rust, burning, or
combustion, does not 6(take place, occur, go on, go off, come to pass) but oxidation
does.

All substances do not burn in the same 1(way, manner, mode, style, approach).
Substances such as wood, oil, magnesium, gas, and coal give off heat and a flame, while
a substance like charcoal gives off heat with only a glow. But all these substances
require oxygen, which may be obtained from the 2(air, atmosphere, space, sky,
heavens) in order for them to burn.

Sometimes old rags soaked with oil or paint arc aside and forgotten. Oxygen from the
air may slowly unite with the 3(lubricate, oil, smear with oil, grease) in the rags. At
first, there will not be a fire. But as oxidation gradually takes place, enough heat
accumulates to set the rags on fire. This type of burning, called spontaneous combustion
causes many fires.

Very rapid burning may cause explosions like those produced by gunpowder and
dynamite. Here, oxidation takes place so 4(rapidly, promptly, briskly, in haste, swiftly)
that great volumes of gases are produced. These require many hundreds of times the
space that was formerly occupied by the gunpowder or dynamite before it was oxidized.
These gases expand so rapidly and violently that they produce an explosion. An
5(explosion, bang, blast, detonation) is really a sudden increase in volume, caused by
rapid burning.

Gases. Substances that burn in air are nearly always 1(composed, calm, collected,
serene, tranquil) of two elements, carbon and hydrogen, or their compounds. For



example, coal, coke, and charcoal are mostly carbon. Natural gas, gasoline, and fuel oils
consist of many compounds of hydrogen and carbon. When these fuels bum, the oxygen
of the air unites with the carbon and hydrogen to form carbon dioxide 2(gas, chat,
chatter, gab, natter) and water vapor. These usually mix with the air and 3(disappear,
fade away, depart, recede, vanish). The uniting of the oxygen with the hydrogen and the
carbon is what produces the heat and flame of the fire.

Often, a deadly gas called carbon monoxide forms when there is not enough oxygen to
burn the fuel completely. For example, when gasoline burns in an automobile engine
some of this gas forms and comes out the exhaust pipe. If you are in a closed garage
when this happens, you arc in danger of breathing this gas. Death may result. A person
should never run the engine of an automobile in a closed garage. Smoke, like soot, is
produced when too much 4(fuel, petroleum, firewood, gas, energy) is added for the
amount of oxygen present. It is unburned carbon going out the chimney. Smoking
furnaces are wasteful because all the fuel is not burned and the heat 5(energy, power,
force, vigor) is lost. The smoke is also a nuisance, because it makes a neighborhood
dirty.

Moving the Victim. Perhaps 1(more, extra, added, further, additional) harm is done by
improper moving of a victim than by any other measures associated with first aid. If the
2(victim, fatality, casualty, wounded, injured party) must be moved quickly to prevent
further injury, pull him in the direction of the long axis of the body, not sideways. If
possible, place a blanket or3 (similar, alike, analogous, akin, comparable) object under
him so that he can ride on it.

If the victim must be lifted to safety before a check for injuries can be made, the people
carrying him should try to 4(protect, guard, look after, shield, safeguard) all parts of his
body from the tensions of lifting. The body should never be jackknifed or doubled over,
but should be kept in as straight a line as possible. The arms, legs, back, and head
should all be supported.

A person who may have a head injury, a back injury, or a fracture of the thigh, leg, arm,
or pelvis should never be transported sitting up in a car. He should be kept lying down
with the 5(injured, upset, offended, indignant, ill-treated) parts immobilized.

Control of Bleeding. If bleeding is not 1(severe, harsh, stern, cruel, rigorous) the
wound should be washed with soap and water, 2(covered, enclosed, roofed, sheltered)
with sterile or clean gauze or other dressing material, and then bandaged. If the bleeding
does not stop quickly or if the wound is large the first-aider may apply direct
3(pressure, force, weight, heaviness, anxiety) to the wound, press down on one of the
body's pressure points, or apply a tourniquet.

Direct Pressure. Most often, bleeding can be controlled by direct pressure on the wound.
Place a clean or 4(sterile, germ-free, disinfected, hygienic, sanitary, childless) cloth on
the wound and hold it firmly in place. Add more cloth if needed, but do not remove any
of the cloth that has become saturated with blood. 5(Bandage, dressing, binding, tie up,
strap up) the cloths in place and follow the procedures for treating shock. If cloth is not
available, use your hare hand until a cloth can be obtained.

Pressure Points. For some wounds, especially on an 1(arm, limb, upper limb,
appendage, branch) or leg, bleeding can he stopped more quickly if the first-aider
presses the supplying blood 2(vessel, boat, container, ewer, ferry) against an underlying
bone. Such pressure lessens the flow of blood to the area, but does not stop the bleeding
entirely; therefore, direct pressure on the wound should also be 3(used, second-hand,
old, worn).

There are two points on each side of the body where pressure on the supplying blood
vessel is of occasional practical use. If the victim is bleeding from an arm or hand, the
4(appropriate, suitable, fitting, proper, correct) point at which to apply pressure is on



the inner part of the upper arm about midway between the elbow and the armpit.
Pressure here compresses the brachial artery against the arm bone, slowing the bleeding
from a wound of the hand or the arm. If the wound is near the victim's shoulder,
pressure applied below the wound is of no 5(value, worth, price, significance, charge,
appreciate).

Pavlov and his assistants tried to imagine what the dog was 1(thinking, idea, opinion,
judgment, belief) and feeling as it drooled in anticipation of the food. This only led them
into 2(fruitless, futile, useless, wasted, unrewarding) debates. So to attack the
phenomenon more objectively, they experimented. They paired various neutral stimuli
with food in the mouth to see if the dog would begin salivating to the 3(neutral,
unbiased, impartial, dispassionat ) stimuli alone. To eliminate the possible influence of
extraneous stimuli, they isolated the dog in a small room, secured it in a 4(harness, tie
together, yoke, attach, connect), and attached a device that diverted its saliva to a
measuring instrument. From an adjacent room they could present food-at first by sliding
in a food bowl, later by blowing meat powder into the dog's mouth at a 5(precise, exact,
specific, defined, fixed) moment. If a neutral stimulus-something the dog could see or
hear-now regularly signaled the arrival of food, would the dog associate the two
stimuli? If so, would it begin salivating to the neutral stimulus in anticipation of the
food?

The answers proved to be yes.

Pavlov and his students noticed that a dog 1(conditioned, trained, broken in, hardened,
accustomed) to the sound of one tone also responded somewhat to the sound of a
different tone or even to a 2(buzzer, signal, timer, bell, bleeper) never paired with food.
Likewise; a dog conditioned to salivate when rubbed would also salivate some when
3(scratched, injured, spoilt, smashed, broken) or when stimulated on a different body
part. This tendency to respond to stimuli similar to the CS is called generalization.
Generalization can be adaptive, as when toddlers taught to fear moving cars in the street
respond similarly to trucks and motorcycles.

Because of 4(generalization, sweeping statement, oversimplification, overview) stimuli
that are similar to naturally disgusting or appealing objects will, by association, evoke
some disgust or liking. Normally desirable foods, such as fudge, are 5(unappealing,
unattractive, disagreeable, ugly, unappetizing) when presented in a disgusting form, as
when shaped to resemble dog feces. We perceive adults with childlike facial features as
having childlike warmth, submissive-ness, and naivete. In both cases, people's
emotional reactions to one stimulus generalize to similar stimuli.

Each 1(sense, since, brains, sagacity, brains) organ responds to energy which it
transforms into nerve impulses. These nerve impulses are sent along nerve fibres in the
nervous system to the 2(brain, wits, head, reason, mind). The nervous system is an
intricate set of fibres. There are different pathways for different types of 3 (messages,
mail, post, letters, communication). The sensory nerve cells and fibres pick up their
information from the sense organs and transmit the messages to the spinal 4(cord,
string, twine, cable, flex), which acts as the 'trunk line' for messages to the brain.



Messages coming down from the brain are called motor impulses and are directed to the
muscles which go into action in response to these messages.

Although scientists have been able to discover this specialization of different 5(nerve,
courage, spirit, guts, daring) fibres, they have still a great deal to learn about the nature
of nerve 'messages' and how they are coded and dealt with by the brain.

Various hindbrain structures are quite similar in all vertebrates. Considerable changes
occur in the relative 1(size, dimension, mass, amount, range) and development of
forebrain structures as one ascends the phylogenetic scale. In higher 2(animals, flora
and fauna, nature, natural world, plants) such as carnivores and primates, there is
3(tremendous, wonderful, amazing, incredible, fabulous) development of the neocortex
relative to other brain systems.
One of the most important aspects of brain development is that as one ascends the
phylogenetic scale one rinds that less of the cortex is concerned with purely sensory and
motor functions and more is concerned with complex integrative functions that seem to
be the basis for complex learning. In the rat, most of the cortex is relegated to sensory
and motor aspects of behavior whereas in the 4(human, person, being, creature,
individual), most of the cortex is relegated to associative and integrative functions, with
only a 5(small, little, diminutive, miniature, tiny) percentage involved directly in
sensory and motor processes.

The brain is studied 1(primarily, first and foremost, principally, mostly, largely) through

three basic methods: ablation, stimulation, and recording. All three methods are used in
conjunction with one another by brain researchers in order to obtain a picture of how
2(various, a variety of, a range of, different, diverse) systems in the brain function
dynamically in the mediation of specific behaviors.
Ablation, an experimental technique used for animals, involves selectively removing
portions of the brain and trying to determine what the sum 3(total, sum, entirety, full
amount, totality) of remaining parts can or cannot do. In this way it is possible, for
example, to map out regions of the cortex responsible for auditory or visual functions or
to determine which portions of the thalamus are involved in sensory or motor functions.
The stimulation technique essentially involves placing small electrodes in 4(specific,
exact, precise, explicit, unambiguous) portions of the brain and electrically activating
them to observe the effect on some behavior or performed task. An alternative method
of stimulation is through the implantation of small tubes that can carry chemicals to
5(specific, exact, precise, definite, explicit) regions of the brain. Stimulation in certain
portions of the hypothalamus with cholingeric drugs will elicit drinking, whereas
stimulation of the identical regions with an adrenergic substance (norepinephrine) will
elicit eating. As is the case in ablation, stimulation also produces an alteration in the
normal functioning of the brain.

The 1(elimination, removal, abolition, purging, exclusion) of habits can be more of a
2(problem, difficulty, trouble, crisis, dilemma) than their acquisition. Old habits such as
smoking, overeating, and unsafe 3 (work, labour, employment, job, vocation) practices
are difficult to eliminate, but they can be extinguished by applying the same principles
used to 4(build, construct, put up, erect, make) habits.

First, the responses that the habit comprises may be weakened through punishment or
extinction. In the case of overeating, the individual may deprive himself of some reward
when he overeats, or he may join a weight-control group to provide 5(external, outside,
outer, exterior, outdoor) punishment.

Important environmental cues must also be eliminated, so that the 1(habit, custom,
routine, practice, tradition) will no longer be elicited by 2(external, outside, outer,
exterior, outdoor) factors. Smoking or eating cues, for example, can be catalogued by
an individual and then systematically eliminated. Usually the weakest cues are
eliminated first, followed by the more difficult. In one experimental program
individuals learned to refrain from smoking in a 3(variety, diversity, assortment,
selection, multiplicity) of situations; the final step in the program was attendance at
several no-smoking cocktail parties. Since cocktail parties serve as very strong smoking
elicitors, this cue was an 4(important, significant, vital, imperative, central) one to
eliminate. Such programs must be individually tailored to fit individual environmental
hierarchies.
As with the building of habits, both the behavior and the environmental cues controlling
the behavior must be effectively dealt with. Successful habit elimination ideally should
also provide an alternative 5(response, reply, answer, retort, rejoinder) for the old cues.
The foreman concerned with unsafe work practices, for example, will be more
successful if he trains the correct response at the same time that he tries to eliminate an
inappropriate old habit.

This term has been used and misused. Instinct has been both hailed as an explanation of
behavior and condemned as a meaningless 1(hangover, project, overhang, extend
beyond, jut out over) from the 2(scientific, technical, systematic, logical, exact) dark
ages. Even today it is common to label as instinctive unconscious or habitual acts (as
when someone says, “John instinctively avoided hitting the other car”). But since the
time of Darwin, two other interpretations of instinct have predominated. The first view
emphasizes the urge, energy, drive, impetus, or 3(motivation, incentive, inspiration,
drive, impetus) behind behavior. Thus, one reads about the “maternal instinct”,
“territorial instinct”, or “sex instuictr” Influential adherents of this view, such as Freud,
James, and McDougall were impressed by the 4(fact, piece of information, detail, piece
of evidence, statement) that while the behavior used to attain a goal or satis-faction
could vary greatly, similar motivations and the 5(discharge, free, clear, release,
absolve) of some kind of internal tension or energy were involved.

The second interpretation restricts the term “instinct” to 1(instinctive, natural, inborn,
inbred, innate) behavior. It emphasizes specific motor patterns, such as prey Kkilling,
courtship, and nest building, as well as the stimuli that trigger them. In many animals
highly stereotyped behaviors (called species-specific behavior) common to all members
of the 2(species, class, type, kind, sort) often appear in virtually complete form in the
absence of any 3(obvious, clear, understandable, palpable, noticeable) opportunities to
learn them. For example, ducklings reared apart from their parents walk, peck, swim,



and recognize the maternal call. This more 4(objective, object, purpose, aim, point) use
of “instinct”, unlike the first, could not deal adequately with the 5(variability,
unpredictability, inconsistency, unevenness, changeability) and modifiability of
behavior seen in many mammals, including monkeys and humans.

We live in a culture that has come to 1(accept, believe, recognize, agree to, admit) that
aggression and violence can occur in almost all aspects of life.

2(aggression, violence, hostility, anger, violent behaviour) is one of the concerns for
modern psychology. Aggression 3(remains, leftovers, remnants, relics, remainder) one
of the most challenging areas of study because of the elusiveness of an adequate
definition of the term. Some researchers have applied it to any act that inflicts pain or
suffering on another individual; others feel that a proper definition must include some
notion of intent to do harm. Still others use a situational definition, so that what might
be described as aggression in one context might not be considered such in others. There
Is also controversy over whether aggression should be regarded as an intraspecies
behavior or whether it includes interspecies behaviour. This 4(conflict, disagreement,
clash, difference, variance) over how aggression should be conceptualized has been
partly responsible for the development of a number of competing notions of its origins
and 5(nature, scenery, life, environment, natural history) Animal Aggression. One of
the most important contributions to the study of aggression has been made by the
ethologists. The subject has been of particular interest to them because aggression
occurs frequently in natural settings and seems to appear in almost all species, from
insects to primates.

Konrad Lorenz, perhaps the best-known of the ethologists concerned with 1(aggression,
violence, hostility, anger, violent behaviour) particularly within species, has proposed
that aggressive behavior is largely instinctual in all social species, including 2(man,
gentleman, bloke, guy, chap, male). His view is put forth in his controversial book On
Aggression, 1966. One of the most interesting aspects of Lorenz's position is the
suggestion that as a way of coping with powerful aggressive instincts, most species
have developed highly 3(symbolic, representative, figurative, emblematic,
representational) or ritualized behaviors to avoid or terminate aggression. Most animals
can evade attack or stop a battle before any serious harm is done by signaling
submission. Lorenz has suggested that man may be unique in the 4(ferociousness,
fierceness, viciousness, emblematic) of his aggressive behavior because he alone
among all of the aggressive species does not have any built-in signals for limiting or
preventing aggression. Although the smile may have developed for this 5(purpose,
reason, point, idea, rationale, function) originally, it has apparently lost much of its
symbolic meaning.

Psychoanalytic Theory. The psychoanalytic 1(movement, group, association, society,
faction) has also largely accepted the view that aggression is instinctual. Freud
postulated that there are two instincts: eros, the life instinct, thanatos, the 2(death,
bereavement, loss, demise, decease) instinct. Thanatos represents the universal drive to
return to the earth; suicide is the 3(ultimate, last, eventual, decisive, vital, crucial)
expression of thanatos, but its usual expression is only indirect.
When the death wish is directed toward other individuals, it is called displacement. This
concept is often used to 4(explain, clarify, elucidate, enlighten, explicate) various social
phenomena, such as scapegoating and the behavior of the Nazis before and during
World War I1l. Displacement refers to the direct channeling of aggressive energies
toward a specific 5(group, collection, cluster, set, assemblage) of persons or objects.

Frustration-Aggression Theory. Closely allied with the psychoanalytic 1(concept, idea,
notion, perception, model) of aggression is the hypothesis proposed by John Bollard,
Neal Miller, and their 2(colleagues, generation, age group, contemporaries, equals) in
the late 1930s. This view suggests that aggression is more than 3(mere, meager, measly,
simple, sheer) instinct; it is the instinctual response to frustration, and the presence of
aggression inevitably indicates the 4(presence, attendance, being there, company,



occurrence) of frustration somewhere in the individual's environment. Dollard and
Miller conducted a number of experiments demonstrating aggression as an unlearned
response to a wide 5(variety, diversity, assortment, multiplicity, mixture) of frustrating
situations.

Human 1(memory, reminiscence, recollection, recall, remembrance) and learning are
intimately related since the development of an association 2(flanked by, sandwiched
between, stuck between, amid, among, between) a stimulus and response requires some
sort of retention. Some of our associations, such as conditioned reflexes, are not at the
conscious, but at the spinal level of association, although possibly they are ‘remembered'
there also. For most of the behaviour which distinguishes 3(humans, person, human
being, individual, creature) from animals (that is thinking and communicating through
language) memory is located in the centre of the nervous system on cortex of the brain.

Information received through the senses is stored and utilized as needed, within the
limits of storage capacity and the 4(personal, individual, private, not public, special,



delicate) efficiency for 'searching the files'. (Without this retention process there could
be no learned behaviour). Our storage capacity seems to be an inflexible individual
characteristic, but the efficiency with which the information is retrieved is a function of
a number of influences. Three of these influences, which are general features in
5(memory, reminiscence, recollection, recall, remembrance) are frequency, recency,
and value.

Two types of thinking, i.e. convergent and divergent thinking, are processes of
association between stimuli and responses which are 1(acceptable, satisfactory,
suitable, good enough, adequate) according to different criteria. We may also make
associations 2(among, in the middle of, in the midst of, amongst, amid) ideas or
experiences. When we are faced with a problem that we wish to solve we usually resort



to convergent thinking, depending on our 3(memory, reminiscence, recollection, recall,
remembrance) to bring forth the best answer that can serve as a solution. If this effort is
unrewarding we may resort to trial-and-error or perhaps use a hypothesis as a result of
insight, i.e. we may be able to assemble our 4(previous, preceding, earlier, prior,
before) experiences in a new way so that we understand the relationships required to
solve the task. Our thinking process like many of the actions we perform is very likely
to become habitual and standardized. Most 5(people, persons, folks, individuals, those)
find it very difficult to change their pattern of thinking, especially if their methods have
previously been rewarding.

Through language we understand and communicate the symbols and concepts that we
learn. The words in our language are learned initially by 1(association, organization,
union, alliance, society) with the objects or events they represent (extension), but we
also acquire meaning of words through their 2(relationship, association, connection,
affiliation, rapport) to other words and symbols. They are usually clear-cut labels and
have only one meaning. The second class of symbols are connotive symbols, and they
mark the way we intend to make people think about these things. Words like “good”,
“happy”, “worthwhile” are some of the connotive-type words used valuatively.
The essential 3(link, connection, relation, association, relationship) between thinking
and language, we must repeat, comes about because we learn a great deal by
description. Ne read about the experiences of others, of their 4(verbal, spoken, oral,
vocal, unwritten) representations of other objects and ideas. Mfe think by internal
manipulation of language, and the very fact that we are able to associate a name
successfully with an 5(object, thing, entity, article, item) is clear evidence that our
memory stores both the name and a symbolic representation of the thing.

While some psychologists were trying to 1(discover, find out, learn, determine, notice)
what consciousness is by analyzing experiences and relating them to environmental and
2(organic, untreated, unprocessed, pure, raw) factors, other investigators of
consciousness were more interested in what consciousness does; that is, in its functions.
Perhaps the most 3(important, significant, vital, imperative, central) impetus for such a
“functional” approach to the study of consciousness came from the Darwinian doctrine
of evolution. Darwin, in discussing the struggle for existence, had pointed out that
organisms which have the most adequate means of adjusting to their 4(environment,
surroundings, setting, situation, atmosphere) are those most likely to survive. How
consciousness might aid survival of organisms appeared, therefore, worthy of scientific
study. Introspection revealed that learning a motor skill makes one 5(vividly, brightly,
vibrantly, brilliantly, colourfully) conscious at first of one's activities. As the habit
approaches perfection, however, consciousness gradually recedes. The perfected habit
then is carried out automatically, without necessary participation of consciousness. Thus
it appeared that consciousness contributes to the survival of organisms by aiding them
to learn.
